| don't have much time to shop, but when
I'm looking for something special, you can't
beat Via Condotti [bottom left], Via Frattina,
and Via del Babuino for the best-known
Italian and international brands.

What is your version of an ideal
evening's entertainment?

An aperitivo or dinner with friends or loved
ones in an outdoor restaurant during the
surnmer, or on a beautiful terrace with a
view of the entire city.
